BAZI PANDIT (Play Thinker)

RULES -~ READ CAREFULLY: The winner is the one who
first maneuvers three of the pawns into a straight
line, Do not use the diagonal as a winning line,
that is, from one corner diagonally to the opposite
corner, FPlayers alternate placing pawns one at a
time on the spaces and continue moving or jumping
a pawn to any vacant spot until they maneuver three
into a straight line, (By "jumping" you do not
capture your opponent's pawn, but merely move to a
more desirable vacant place you wish to use,) A
player may remove one of his pawns from the game as
a move and replace it on any spot that is vacant as
a move, but this is dangerous. Your move is com=
plete when pawn is released,
