The
slips of manilla paper are for making bags for holding bran or sawdust which
are to be duly labeled and represent a variety of goods, unless the youthful
merchants are allowed to fill the bags with the " real things'. The large
block and the sample sheet are to be used in making bags. The strips of card-
board are expected to serve as the foundation for large pieces of cloth.

While the child is handling any commodity or its representative, let him
learn where it comes from, that cork, for instance, is brought from Spain,
and rubber secured from Brazil, and other interesting facts. In this way he
can readily be instructed, as well as amused.

He must not be permited to handle anything which is poisonous ir will stain
his clothes or injure the carpet. Small) dttles can be used for holding seeds

or other things which are so apt to "litter" the floor.
